Changes to This Year's July 4th Festival

Dear Residents of Lyons Falls and all neighboring communities.

We are writing to inform you of important updates regarding our annual July 4th Festival. This year
our country is celebrating it’s 250th Birthday with nationwide pomp and circumstance and
celebrations coast to coast that have created a challenge for smaller towns to hold events. Past
vendors and festival participants, for the most part, have decided to attend other events with larger
audiences for economic and business reasons. Due to these circumstances, which are beyond our
control, this year’s celebration will be smaller in scale compared to previous years. While we
understand that this news may come as a disappointment to many who look forward to this
cherished tradition, please know that the decision was made with the best interests of our
community in mind.

Despite these challenges, we remain committed to providing a safe and enjoyable event. We
encourage everyone to join us as we continue to honor our nation’s independence with pride and
unity. Further details about the revised schedule and activities will be shared in the coming weeks.
Thank you for your understanding and continued support. We look forward to celebrating together
as a community, even in a more modest fashion.

As the event comes together, these are the plans and commitments to date, and we believe that this
smaller more intimate event will be a great success despite the challenges. We are already planning
2027 and 2028 festival plans with the future dates as follows. Friday, July 2, 2027, and Saturday, July
1st, 2028. The fireworks display provider is booked 20 years in advance, and these are the only
available dates offered to us. So as not to lose the fireworks display, we have secured these dates.
We will be working on these events to make them as wonderful as possible with more events and
vendors appealing to the larger crowds.

There is no parade this year. No participants have come forward, and most larger communities have
pulled past participants for the nation’s celebration.
The festival committee will be preparing Riverside Park on Saturday, July 4th, for our celebrations,
which will be on July 5th at the park. Events will not begin until 4:00 P.M.

We will be having beer, wine and specialty drinks for the holiday. There will be food provided by food
trucks and a dessert truck, serving ice cream and desserts. There will be hot air balloon tether
rides, and the cost is being negotiated what the ride per person will cost. There will be a petting zoo
of exotic animals with Pricilla, the 20-foot Boa and pictures will be available with her for a minimal
cost paid to the vendor.  We are looking to have a 25-foot screen to play movies into the evening
depicting our nation and the wonderful events that shaped America. We are trying to decide on a
band or recorded music to accompany the fireworks display to bring a new addition to the
wonderful fireworks planned.

We are suggesting that families and all festival goers bring a blanket and spend the day on a picnic
like atmosphere culminating with the fireworks. Watching some movies, great food and drinks and
several activities for children and adults alike will make for a wonderful intimate event. Please feel
free to reach out with any suggestions to our office at the following email.
